THE PRESIDENT

organization. It has been a
whirlwind time of change since
then, and let me start by thanking
al who have contributed to our

progress and been patient with
me through this period of
change.

Have no doubt that it has
been a period of change, one
unlike any that | can recal in the
history of the Association.
Many of these items have been
mentioned in The Ogle Genealo-
gist, but let me highlight them.
They fall into two categories:
organizational and events.

Organizational changes have
included changes in the editor of
The Ogle Genealogist, a change
in Treasurer, changes in Wayne
Ogl€e's responsibilities, and the
centralization of distribution for
sdes. The first change was one
that was known even before the
convention last year: a changein

the editor of The Ogle Genealo-
gist. Ed Ogle graciously stayed
on for the most recent edition, but
early in the year a volunteer
stepped forward, Donna Brooks.
I'm looking forward to seeing
what she'll come up with for the
issue next year. In May of this
year, the Board received the resig-
nation of our Treasurer, who for
personal reasons had to ask for a
replacement for her position; we
can dl be thankful for the many
years that Betsy Ogle Montgom-
ery served as our Treasurer and
are sorry to see her step down.
Those of you with e-mail received
an appea from me for volunteers
to step up to the plate for this
important position, and | thank all
those that responded. | apologize
to those of our members without
e-mail, but we were in need of
moving quickly to find a replace-
ment. William “Bill” Ogle came
forward, and my discussions with
him showed he would be a worthy
successor; the transition to the
new Treasurer continues, but the
basic elements are now in place.
We are still in need of doing a
final audit of the books under our
former Treasurer and |I'm getting
that organized now (if anyone
knows of someone who would be
willing to do the audit for free, let
me know). In May Wayne sent
out a letter in which he was re-
signing from most of his posts so
that he could focus his efforts on
the Ogle Family book and on
family obligations. Wayne is still
around, and | hope so for a very
long time to come. In October,
just as | was writing this, we be-
gan a push forward to streamline
the processes that our organiza-
tion carries out; our first step was

a review of the ordering process
for materials from our website; in
the past there were severa per-
sons that held materials to fill
these orders, but we now have
centralized our efforts — Shirley
Willard, our Librarian, has volun-
teered and we are in the process of
getting all the materials shipped to
her for storage and the filling of
future orders

Two big events you'll be read-
ing about in this letter are the
plans for the 2005 Family Reun-
ion tour in England and the plans
for our next Association conven-
tion in 2006. There was an enthu-
siastic response to an e-mail sur-
vey to determine interest in the
Northumberland tour! | want to
especialy thank J. W. Elder for
all the effort he has been doing on
organizing this tour. The method
used for sign up has been a chal-
lenge, since there is a chance that
some may end up not being able
to attend due to limited seats in
the tour. Please know that we
have made every effort to make
the process as equitable as possi-
ble. Our 2006 Convention plan-
ning is also progressing, as you
will see in an article from Shirley
Willard, out convention organizer.
A round of thanks for all the work
she's been going through for this!

So, since officially becoming
President in January, our organi-
zation has been going through a
transformation. As | mentioned
before, one of my goas is to
streamline our processes; anyone
who has organizational skills who
would like to be involved in this
effort, please contact me. With
your support and involvement, the
future of O/OFA will be even
more exciting!

events in the African American community
in the 20th century without question came
from the ranks of Alpha Phi Alpha Frater-
nity, Inc. Since its founding on December 4,
1906, the Fraternity has supplied voice and
vision to the struggle of African Americans
and people of color around the world.
Alpha Phi Alpha, the first intercollegiate
Greek-letter fraternity in the United States
established for men of African descent, was founded at Cornell Uni-
versity in Ithaca, New Y ork by seven college men who recognized the
need for a strong bond of Brotherhood between African Americans.
The visionary founders of the Fraternity, were: Henry Arthur Callis,
Charles Henry Chapman, Eugene Kinckle Jones, George Biddle Kel-
ley, Nathaniel Allison Murray, ROBERT HAROLD OGLE and
Vertner Woodson Tandy.

The Fraternity initially served as a study and support group for
minority students who faced racial prejudice—educationally and
socially—at Cornell. During those beginning days, the founders and
early leaders of the Fraternity worked to lay a solid foundation for
Alpha Phi Alpha's principles of scholarship, fellowship, good charac-
ter and the uplifting of humanity.

Soon after the founding of the Fraternity at Cornell, Alpha Phi
Alpha chapters were developed at other colleges and universities—
many of them traditionally black schools.

Fort Wayne Indiana, Fall 2006

The 2006 Ogle Convention will be held in the
luxurious Hilton Hotel in the Grand Wayne Cen-
ter, Fort Wayne, Indiana, Oct. 5-6-7. Centrally
located in downtown Fort Wayne, the Hilton is
seven miles from the Fort Wayne International
Airport and afree shuttleis provided.

The Hilton Fort Wayne has many amenities
including an indoor pool, fitness center with
whirlpool, Desoto’ s Restaurant, Lombard’ s piano
bar and lounge, room service, complimentary
wireless high-speed Internet access in al the
guestrooms and meeting rooms. Additionaly,
there is a parking garage with second- story cov-
ered walkway from hotel. A block of 40 rooms
has been reserved the Ogle/Ogles Family Assn.
Thursday through Saturday the first weekend of
October. Cost of the rooms will be $89 for sin-
gle/double occupancy, or $99 for triple/quad
occupancy.

Also reserved is the banquet room for meet-
ings and for the banquet Saturday evening. The
meal will be a Western Buffet for a minimum of
50 guests. The menu is mixed green salad, potato
salad, coleslaw, BBQ ribs, country fried chicken,
baked beans, corn on the cob, Lyonnaisse pota-
toes, cornbread with honey butter, hot fruit cob-
bler, coffee, tea, decaf, milk. Makes your mouth

water, doesn’t it? Indiana is well known for its
cheap, plentiful and ddlicious food. Thisis where
we raise cattle, chickens, corn, beans, etc. so it
doesn’t have to be shipped along ways.

We're also working on a specia entertainment
during the Convention. More word on that as we
firm up plans.

Prices for the convention itself are being
worked out.

For a quick bite, there are a number of fast
food restaurants a block or so from the Hilton,
including Arby's, McDonald's and Taco Bdll;
Cindy's Diner is a local favorite. The Embassy
Theater is across the street and so in the Fort
Wayne Convention Center.

An important local attraction to our conven-
tion goers will be the Allen County-Fort Wayne
Library, which houses one of the biggest geneal-
ogy collections in the world, second only to Salt
Lake City’'s. The library is right across the street
from the Hilton. For the past two years the library
has been closed for renovation but the collection
is available to researchers in temporary quarters
in the Lincoln Museum, two blocks from the
Hilton. Sorry, but the library will not be moved
into the new building until December 2006.

However, Bill and | went to see the temporary
quarters and they are very good. In fact, some
researchers like it better because you can go into
the stacks and look at all the books, something
you could not do in the regular library. The li-
brary is open 9 am. to 9 p.m. Monday — Thurs-
day, 9 am. to 6 p.m. Friday and Saturday, 1 to 6
p.m. on Sunday so you can do genealogy re-
search after our meetings if you wish. | like the
Fort Wayne Library better than Salt Lake City
because it has more items pertaining to the Mid-
west.
